Several of our members have reported the growth of exotic weeds on the
pond. The attached map identified the areas that are infected.

We have reported the situation to DES and hope they will address the
iIssue during their annual visit which | believed is scheduled for August.

In the mean time, please ask folks to avoid these areas and not to pick
the exotic weeds as that only spreads them throughout the pond.

While we want everyone to enjoy the pond, we also want to make sure that
the exotic weeds that we removed several years ago do not permanently
return.
